Weekly Assignment – When assigned, homework usually involves study problems or concept questions at the end of the sections in each chapter, at the end of the chapter, or teacher worksheets that are designed to help promote understanding of the problems that are related to physics.  In most cases these questions cover concepts that students are expected to know in order to be successful on their tests in physics. The problems on the assignments are similar to the types of problems the students will see on their tests.  Therefore any homework that is assigned is designed to provide practice and to promote efficiency in problem solving skills that relate to physics.

Remediation-
            All students will have the opportunity to remediate a failing major grade provided the following:

· Completion of missed question analysis under the direction of the teacher

· Completion of additional review of material under the direction of the teacher

· Failure to complete the remediation process within a 5 school day window will lock in the original major grade
Make Up Work

· Students are responsible for obtaining and making up work that is missed.

· Students have one week from when they return to school to complete and return all work that was missed during their absence.  For example, if a student misses class on a Tuesday and Wednesday and returns to class on Thursday, that student will have until the Thursday of the next school week to complete the makeup work for the two absent days.

· Tests are announced ahead of time.  If a student is absent on the day of a quiz or test, the student will be expected to take the quiz or test on the first day back in class.
Classroom Rules
· Foul language will not be tolerated.

· Anyone that prevents learning from taking place is in violation of classroom rules.

· Show respect for others so they can learn.

· Phones are not to be out while class is going on. If phones are out during class time the phone will be taken up and returned to the student at the end of the day. 

· Do work from this class only.

· Follow directions the first time they are given.

· Turn in assignments on time. Students will have to the end of the day to turn in assignments to receive full credit. After the due date has passed students can turn in work up to one day late for a maximum grade of a 70. Late assignments must be complete!!!
Lab Safety

All students are expected to follow lab safety rules and procedures at all times.  There will be no “horse playing” in the lab.

Tardy

Tardy is coming into class after the tardy bell rings and before 10 minutes of regular class time has elapsed.  ALL TARDIES will be handled according to school policy.
